The places on this 
course are limited to 20 but it is important that you approach individuals in your club who are 
keen to improve their umpiring skills but to also consider any nomination in the context of your 
own club’s longer term development.  
 
There will be 6 learners who will progress to assessment games over this weekend and 
complete the course. The rest who pass the theory and practical components can carry this 
forward to the next round of assessments for a C badge scheduled for 2015.  
 
Netball Switzerland would like the assurance that the individuals who are willing to undertake 
the course are committed, motivated and can meet the challenge. I am sure you are all aware 
of the budding umpires in your club - she's the one who blows the whistle and gets people’s 
attention already!  
 
The cost of this course is 50 francs, nominations must be at least 14 years old, affiliated to 
Netball Switzerland via your club/school and have some umpiring experience and aptitude.
